
Our Curriculum
The First Baptist Preschool Program strives
to expose children to a varied and stimulat-
ing curriculum.  Our classrooms are divided
into basic “center” or “play” areas which in-
clude activities that afford opportunities
for learning to take place socially, emotion-
ally, intellectually, and physically.  We stress
flexibility in the classroom curriculum so
that we may best meet the needs of each
individual child.  Our goal is to provide a fun,
stress-free environment in which each child
may learn and play each day.

Field Trips & Special
Events
Our older preschool classes take field trips
and have special events during the year.  Re-
cent field trips and special events have in-
cluded:

Our four-year old classes experience enrich-
ment activities including music, chapel, and
special language instruction.

Meals and Snacks
 Meals and snacks are provided for children
enrolled in the Program.  Children enrolled in
half-day preschool classes are given a morn-
ing snack.  Children enrolled in full-day pre-
school classes are given breakfast, lunch, and
an afternoon snack.

Discipline and Behavior
Management Practices
Praise, positive reinforcement, and redirec-
tion are effective methods for managing the
behavior of children.  When children receive
positive, understanding interactions from
adults and others, they develop good self-con-
cepts, problem-solving abilities, and self-dis-
cipline.

Enrollment
Enrollment is open year round.  Applicants are
placed on a waiting list, which is maintained
according to the date of the application.  A
special registration time is held in the early
spring each year.  We participate in the
childcare subsidy program.
