
Objectives of the
School Age Program

Our Program aims to:

Help each child gain the social and personal
adjustment needed for daily living.  Problem
solving skills and self-discipline are high pri-
ority goals for each child.
   •Each child will be encouraged to make a
   purposeful choice of available activities
   and initiate such activity without undue
   prodding.
   •Each child will be encouraged to form
   relationships with one or more children in
   the group.
   •Each child will be encouraged to be
   helpful and supportive of other children,
   especially younger children, in the pro-
   gram.

Support the cognitive development of school
age children.
   •Each child may obtain support in
   homework or other intellectual interests
   as a choice of activity.
   •Each child will be encouraged to partici-
   pate in a variety of experiences that
   broaden perspectives and horizons (field
   trips, outside entertainment, etc.)

Our Program is de-
signed to provide each
child with care and
protection in a Chris-
tian environment.

Help each child’s athletic and creative devel-
opment.
   •Each child will be encouraged to develop
   the skills of a sport or game appropriate
   for age.
   •Each child will be encouraged to play in the
   outdoor environment in order to enhance
   his/her growth and development.
   •Each child will have access to art materi-
   als/supplies (visual and movement) and art
   instruction will be provided periodically.

Enrollment
Enrollment is open year round.  Applicants are
placed on a waiting list, which is maintained
according to the date of the application.  A
special registration time is held in early spring
each year.  The school age program is for
children who are currently enrolled in Kin-
dergarten through their sixth grade summer.
We participate in the childcare subsidy pro-
gram.
