Dear Fellow Members of First Baptist Church,

After two months of prayer and careful consideration of over 60 candidates, the Minister of Youth and Family Life
Search Committee has unanimously agreed to submit Rev. Tyler Roach as our choice for this important position.

Tyler is a 29-year-old from Burlington, NC, who is married to Rev. Laura Campbell Roach of Lincolnton, NC.
Both Tyler and his wife are graduates of Campbell University Divinity School where Tyler earned a Master of
Divinity degree with a concentration in Counseling and Chaplaincy. Prior to attending Campbell, Tyler earned a
Bachelor of Arts in Sociology with a minor in Religion from Gardner-Webb University. While attending Campbell he
worked for four years as the Associate Pastor/Youth Minister of Grove Park Baptist Church in Clinton, NC. He was
ordained to the Gospel ministry by Grove Park on January 30, 2005. Tyler has also served as a counselor for parts of
four summers with the NC Baptist All-State Youth Choir. He and Laura, who is preparing for a career as a Christian
counselor, are currently scheduled to serve as counselors again this summer while this choir is on its one-week tour.
Tyler appreciates serving through mission work and has been a leader and participant in numerous mission trips in
NC and surrounding states. Other work experiences include being a health and wellness consultant/sales representative,
public school Teacher’s Assistant, and working with the Athletics Event Staff at Gardner-Webb University.

Tyler has a love of nature and the outdoors. He has stated one of the reasons he is interested in our church is the
beautiful natural area in which we are located. He also relates a love of music and plays the French horn, trumpet,
and guitar. He enjoys singing and has been involved throughout his life in the music programs of his home church,
the church and youth ministry where he served, the Baptist All-State Choir, and at both Gardner-Webb and Campbell.

Tyler impressed the committee as being a very warm, highly relational person who has a deep love for youth and
great appreciation for working with them. Having grown up in the church, he understands the importance of a
vibrant, life-changing program for our young people. He is well-grounded in his spiritual walk and seems ready for
the opportunity to be the Minister of Youth and Family Life at FBC, Morganton.

Tyler and Laura will be joining us during the weekend of July 17 and 18 to give our youth and our members an
opportunity to meet them and get to know them better. He will participate in the worship service on Sunday morning,
July 18, and meet the congregation during a reception in the fellowship hall immediately thereafter. He will also lead
the youth Super Session on that Sunday evening, beginning at 5:30.

A called church conference, during which time the congregation will vote on Tyler's candidacy, is presently
scheduled for Sunday, July 25, at the conclusion of worship.
