Church Properties Fund Establishment
At our church conference held Wednesday, January 13, 2010, members present approved the following resolution
from the Church Properties Committee, which that Committee had approved on January 7, and which had received
the endorsement of the Deacons at their meeting on January 10:

Whereas we are coming to an end in our Turning Dreams into Deeds giving campaign;
Whereas we still have a significant number of crucial projects needing attention by the Church Properties Committee;

Whereas we have established a line of credit that we have had to use for some projects not covered by the Turning

Whereas we need to find a way to finance ongoing properties renovation and repair projects;
Whereas we need to start paying down our current line of credit at a much better rate;
Whereas we have not been able to establish an ongoing building/properties fund in recent history;

Whereas we hope members might be convinced of the need to continue to give to this fund to pay down our line of credit
and complete outstanding and future Church Properties projects;

Therefore, it is proposed that First Baptist Church, Morganton, establish and maintain a Church Properties Fund for
major property expenditures which are beyond the scope of the regular operating budget. Said Fund will be administered
by the Church Properties and Finance Committees and be used to pay for expenditures on any church properties (with

It is further proposed that the membership be educated about our continuing property needs and asked to consider
giving on a regular basis to such a Fund to help address these needs.

Finally, it is proposed that this Fund be established effective March 1, 2010.

In accordance with this resolution and action, by March 1 the monthly offering envelope that has been labeled
“Building Fund” will be replaced with one that is marked “Church Properties Fund.”

Any persons who are still contributing to the Turning Dreams into Deeds campaign and who have been placing
such contributions in a Building Fund envelope are asked now to use another kind of envelope (or none at all) and to
indicate clearly on the memo line of the check that the gift is for the Turning Dreams into Deeds campaign.
