TURNING DREAMS INTO DEEDS (TDID) BUILDING COMMITTEE AND CHURCH PROPERTIES
COMMITTEE HAVE BUSY SUMMER AHEAD

Spring may have seemed calm after the bustle of construction and upgrades to our church home the last two years,
but summer is going to be busy again. The Church Properties Committee has begun replacing the very worn and
broken east side arched portico floor  surfaces and the Kistler House front deck and porch tile. A new tile decking,
keyed to color match our recent roof projects, should give improved serviceability, safety, and much improved
appearance for many, many years. This project should be completed by June 12th. Funding for this project was
included in the special vote approved by the church and deacons last fall, with recent review by the Finance Committee.
Improvements to the variety of roof types on the church continue with emphasis on the kitchen roof as dry weather
permits.  This work is being done by Tim Sawyer.  Tim has been certified in making small repairs and sealing roofs
with the best products available.

Thanks to Building Fund TDID contributions that continue despite these economic tough times, TDID work projects
will  proceed throughout the summer. These include a continuation of the work begun this winter in the education
building main floor hallways. With new hall and stairwell paint trims in place, the old bordered carpet and tiles will
be replaced with new floor tiles throughout the main floor halls. We hope this work will begin the week of July 4th to
minimize disruptions to church and summer preschool and school-age summer schedules. The work should take two
to three weeks. New lighting with improved energy efficiency will complete the hallway upgrades in late summer.
Work should begin in June on a much needed ADA compliant accessibility ramp to be built to the left side of the
sanctuary porch. This project, which has been considered for many years, will require that a portion of the front porch
be slightly modified and the slate re-laid to provide a no-step grade level entrance to the narthex through the center
front doors. Some current landscaping will be retained, if possible.  Our thanks to Deacon Bob Henderson for his
initial design work.

More TDID projects are in the active planning stage. The design and utilization of the planned top floor youth suite
is again proceeding after some discussions with the City of Morganton on the newly revised 2009 NC Building Code
requirements. Several youth, Rev. Jeff Prince, and adult youth leaders toured a number of Baptist churches this
spring that are using the youth suite concept. Other projects include minor repairs, paint, and finish trims to the
narthex and sanctuary and updated sound and video capability.

We remain committed to the 2006 TDID congregation approved west side entrance projects. Some design planning
will proceed with available designated TDID funds.

The west side Welcome Center is a fairly large project that may be best undertaken in phases. The timeline for total
completion will depend on continuing contributions.
