Pastor Emeritus Dr. Bob Shepherd to Preach Homecoming Service

Since 2003, First Baptist has annually observed Homecoming on the second Sunday in October.
Our beloved Pastor Emeritus Bob Shepherd preached on that occasion in 2003, and I am thrilled that he has

agreed to lead us in our Homecoming service this coming Sunday, October 11, beginning at 10:55 a.m.
We will place a very special emphasis this year on the fact that 2009 marks our 130 th  anniversary.
A native of Georgia, Dr. Shepherd has had four very distinguished pastorates in the past.  As a ministerial

student at Southeastern Baptist Theological Seminary in Wake Forest, NC,  (where, ironically, among his professors
was a then very young Dr. Thomas A. Bland, Sr.) he pastored Bullock Baptist Church, near Oxford.  From there, he
went to First Baptist Church of Mooresville, where he served with great distinction from 1963-1973, before being
called as pastor of First Baptist Church, Sanford.  Following an outstanding tenure in Sanford (1973-1980), Dr.
Shepherd was selected to serve as Vice-President for Development at Gardner-Webb University.

He was serving in that capacity when he was called as Interim Pastor of our church in the fall of 1981.  A
wonderful relationship between Dr. Shepherd and First Baptist, Morganton, immediately began to develop, and in
April 1982 he was called as Senior Minister here.

Until his retirement in July 1994, Bob Shepherd led First Baptist to new heights of service and witness
throughout the community and world.  Among his many, many accomplishments in his years as Senior Minister, he
led the church in a massive renovation and building program (our chapel was built during his tenure), oversaw the
formation of the Deaf and Hmong missions, added hundreds of new members to the church family, and forged deep
and lasting bonds with the community at large.

In recognition of his great achievements, Dr. Shepherd was named Morganton Man of the Year in 2004 by the
Rotary Club of Morganton.  Prior to his retirement, a major effort was also begun to endow a professorship in his
honor at the School of Divinity at Gardner-Webb.  That process culminated just a few years ago with the establishment
of the Bob D. Shepherd Chair of Biblical Studies.

Since his retirement, Dr. Shepherd has remained very active as an Interim Pastor in numerous churches,
including (among others) Ardmore in Winston-Salem, Pritchard Memorial in Charlotte, and the First Baptist Churches
of Boone, Maiden, and Marion.

Dr. Shepherd is married to Dolores, a person just as wonderful as he is, and they have four grown children
and six grandchildren.

Bob Shepherd has been, and continues to be, a great friend and encourager to so many in our church and
community, including me.

I know that you join me in looking forward to a wonderful, memorable Homecoming celebration on Sunday!
